Field Day began in 1933 and has been an
annual tradition up to today except for the
years 1942-1945 during World War Il. It is a
demonstration of amateur radio's capabilities
and service to the community. Hams set up
temporary stations to show off their skills and
demonstrate their ability to communicate
during emergencies.

Many clubs set up tents and operate multiple
stations with some choosing to make contacts
throughout the night. It is customary for the
clubs to include food and beverages not only

for the operators but also for guests. This is a
good means to expose amateur radio to people
and encourage their participation in the hobby.

Our club will set up operations on June 28 from
2-6 PM at the Christ Episcopal Church located
on 415 Washington St. Toms River, NJ. Stop by
and witness amateur radio in real time.
